SNOW FENCING TO PROTECT OUR DUNES

At the end of the piping plover nesting season (early July) snow fencing was installed in front

of our dunes. The new fencing extends from our western border with Ocean Beach to the west

side of vy Walk. The existing fencing from the eastside of Ivy down to Ocean Bay Park was
intactand di dndét need to be replaced or repaired.

The snow fencing serves two purposes. Our dunes protect our community from the Atlantic
Ocean in a storm. Snow fencing can help build the dunes over time by trapping and piling up
blowing sand. We have also received complaints from our residents about people walking on
our dunes. Fencing helps prevent this dune-damaging activity. Signs have also been put up to
warn people to keep off our dunes.

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BOAT BASIN

The Boat Basin has brought in $350,000.00 in gross revenue so far this year. If the good
weather continues, we may hit $370k by the end of the boating season. Revenue to date
significantly exceeds our projected revenue estimate of $300k. Indeed, we have realized more
income from this important Seaview facility than ever before (the previous record was
$325,879).

In other Boat Basin news, the Seaview Community Fund purchased two benches that have
been placed on eastern jetty in the Boat Basin. Our residents can now sit and watch the
sailing, fishing, and boat activity on the Great South Bay, and also enjoy our gorgeous sunsets.

The Boat Basin was also a very popular location for watching the July 4™ fireworks again this
year. Many of our residents and their holiday guests came down with their beach chairs to
watch the spectacular firework displays from Point of Woods and also from communities
celebrating across the bay.

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SEAVIEW SECURITY

Once again this summer, our community employed the services of professional security
officers on weekends from the end of June through Labor Day. These security guards are on
our walks in the evenings (Friday and Saturdays from 8:30 pm until 3 am) and on our beach
(Saturday and Sundays from 10 am to 4 pm).

At the beginning of August, the Association transitioned from Titan Global to a new company,
National Security Services. This highly regarded security firm has supplied Seaview with either
current or former law enforcement security personnel to assist our residents, protect private
property and keep our walks safer.

Our security policy is to keep the transient traffic along Baywalk and to monitor and encourage
responsible behavior from people walking from Ocean Bay Park to Ocean Beach or visa versa.
To better protect our residents and their property, a Seaview resident may be asked their
destination by a security officer when they are walking on the back streets of our community,

In case of an emergency, Seaview residents should immediately call 911 and then call our
security office at 631-583-9108 during these Friday or Saturday nights. For noise complaints,
please call our security office and a security officer will address your complaint.

Ball Field Renovation

The newly formed Baseball Committee has made several suggestions to the Board for long
overdue repairs and upgrades to the Seaview ballfield. As we all remember, the ballfield
suffered tremendous damage during Super Storm Sandy. For those of us who came out
immediately after Sandy to evaluate the damage to Seaview, we found massive amounts of
debris and household goods on the Seaview field.

Our staff has been able to maintain the baseball field for the past two years and make it
playable, but long overdue for renovation.

We will be bringing in tons of dirt for re-grading the outfield, replacing the backstop and
protective fences, replacing the viewing areas and benches, bringing in clay for a new infield, a
sprinkler system, protective padding for the outfield poles to insure no player gets injured
running for a fly ball and installing proper drainage.

Raising the Bulkhead along Bay Walk

Raising the height of the Bay Walk bulkhead will help mitigate the damage to homes caused
by storm wave action along the bay and also inland on A, B and C streets. The extra height will
also help protect the sidewalk from erosion damage. A sand berm planted with beach grass
will be created between the bulkhead and the walk.

Water Company

Equipment upgrades for our Water Company will include new controls for the well pumps,
monitoring technology for chemicals and water quality testing, and a new automated reporting
system.
